Doctrine: Is not of baptism, tongues, dance, or outward experiences only! It is far more than
Acts 2:38 and can not be defined by any one scripture or religious act.

Doctrine: didache (did-akh-ay"); instruction (the act or the matter)
A body of beliefs about God, man, Christ, the church, and other related concepts considered
authoritative and thus worthy of acceptance by all members of the community of faith.
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Defines who you are

Defines what you believe

Defines where you are headed

Defines your fundamental belief

It is the foundation of our belief as well as the very structure of it
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Repent: It can not be defined with, “I am sorry”.

Repent: metanoeo (met-an-0-eh'-0); to think differently or afterwards, i.e. reconsider (morally,
feel compunction)

It is a complete turn back to God from a state of sin. That was imposed on us by the very nature
of being descendents of Adam & Eve. It is a mandated and permanent change in our very nature.

¢+ Causes you to see yourself in the light of God
¢+ Causes you to think of yourself differently
+«+ Causes you to make permanent changes in your life and life style

How can you see yourself as God sees you and still be happy with you?
DON’T BE DECEIVED!

The illusion of the outward experience of the move of God without the doctrine is a lie. (Beloved,
believe not every spirit, but try the spirits whether they are of God: 1 John 4:1)
